The Haringey Design 
Awards are a key part of 
our commitment to 
promote, encourage and 
foster thoughtful and 
exciting design within 
Haringey. They provide 
an excellent opportunity 
to recognise and raise 
awareness of high 
quality buildings and 
places that make a 
positive contribution to 
Haringey’s built 
environment. As well as 
celebrating great 
buildings and places, the 
awards help develop 
links with stakeholders, 
and bring together local 
people, members, 
architects, developers 

and planners to 
participate in wider 
discussions and debate 
around design.  
 
We will continue to 
promote thoughtful and 
exciting design in 
Haringey through policy 
such as the Haringey 
Development Charter, 
the 1st policy in our 
Development 
Management Policies, as 
well as initiatives such as 
the Design Awards and 
the Quality Review Panel 
(QRP), and by 
demanding high design 
standards throughout 
the borough. 

2021 will be the sixth 
year in which the 
Haringey Design Awards 
have been held, with 
previous awards in 2018, 
2016, 2012, 2009 and 
2006.

CONTEXT

The previous space did not meet the 
needs of the local community and was 
underutilised. Parkside Malvern Resident 
Association (PMRA) had a pot of funding 
which was additionally supported by the 
Council.

In partnership, a transformational 
scheme was developed with PMRA, Muf 
Architecture/Art and Haringey Council, 
that promoted co-design/production, and 
implemented and showcased the Wood 
Green Design Manual’s material palette 
to deliver a reimagined space that could 
be used and owned by the local 
community and PMRA.

The project was fully completed in 
November 2020.
