2008 mid-year population estimates
The Office for National Statistics (ONS) released the 2008 mid-year population estimates on 27 August 2009.  These are the official and most up-to-date estimates of the population at Local Authority level.  The latest estimates show that:

· Haringey’s population is now 226,200, a 0.7 per cent increase on the mid-2007 population of 224,700.
· Some 1,600 more people migrated from the borough than arrived.  This takes into account migration from within and outside the United Kingdom.
· There have been 3,100 more births than deaths since mid-2007.

· At 4.9 per cent the 75 to 79 age group experienced the largest proportional population increase.  The biggest population decline was amongst the 15 to 19 age group, at 3.9 per cent.
· London’s population increased by 0.6 per cent (62,900) from a 2007 figure of 7,556,900 to currently stand at 7,619,800.

· Haringey accounts for 3.0 per cent of the London population.  This remains unchanged from mid-2007.

· Amongst London boroughs the largest population increases were in Tower Hamlets (5200) Camden (3800), Southwark (3700) and Ealing (3700).  

· The only three population decreases in London were in Hammersmith and Fulham (300), Greenwich (200), Newham (100). 
· The United Kingdom (UK) population has grown to above 61,383,200.  This is driven by natural change (+220,500) and international migration (+187,300) the UK population has increased by 0.7 per cent (407,800) compared to the revised mid-2007 figure.  

These figures will be used as the basis for the next sub national population projections.  This will form the basis for local authority financial settlements in the future.
