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Briefing note:

2009 mid-year population estimates
The Office for National Statistics (ONS) has released the 2009 mid year population estimates for local authorities in England and Wales on 24 June 2010.  
The estimated resident population of an area includes all people who usually live there, whatever their nationality. Members of UK and non-UK armed forces stationed in the UK are included and UK forces stationed outside the UK are excluded. Students are taken to be resident at their term time address.
The 2009 mid year estimate for the Haringey population is now 225,500.  This is 200 more than the revised 2008 figure of 225,300.
Table 1 shows the Haringey population broken down by five year age group for the revised 2008 and 2009 figures.
