There are two exciting new 
developments happening in the 
Broadwater Farm area which will 
bring great benefits to local 
people. 
 

• The creation of a new 
Inclusive Learning 
Campus, and 

• Improvements to 
Lordship Recreation 
Ground – see ‘Lordship 
Latest’ 

 
The first development - an 
Inclusive Learning Campus - will 
bring together the current 
Broadwater Farm Primary 
School; the merged primary 
departments of Moselle and 
William C Harvey Special 
Schools forming one new 
special school and the 
Children’s Centre.  
 
The building will be designed so 
that the children can be taught in 
new facilities that suit their 
individual needs.  

The campus, as it is known at 
present, will be built on the site 
currently occupied by the three 
schools. It is anticipated that 
the campus will open in 2012. 
 
We - the Council - have been 
given government funding to 
provide the education facilities 
required within the campus.  
It is intended that this new 
facility, along with other local 
services, will benefit the whole 
community - providing activities 
and services for local people of 
all ages.  This might include 
breakfast clubs, homework 
clubs, all year-round childcare 
for children from 0 to 11, 
parenting support, 
employment, housing and 
benefit advice and new sports 
facilities. 

 

Lordship 
Latest 
 
A series of important 
improvements are set to help 
revitalise Lordship Recreation 
Ground. 
 
Together with local residents, 
through the Lordship Recreation 
Users Forum, the Council has 
been working on ideas to improve 
the Park.  
 

 
A range of landscape works to 
improve access, drainage, and 
restore and create habitats have 
been earmarked to help transform 
the park. Exciting plans also 
include a new Environmental 
Centre and City Farm.

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SHAPING THE FUTURE OF 
LOCAL COMMUNITY SERVICES 
We want you to help the council to shape the future of 
community services in the area  
 
Broadwater Farm Community 
Centre has provided leisure, 
educational and social activities 
for local people and 
neighbouring communities since 
1992.  
 
At present the community centre 
is very expensive to run and is 
not generating as much income 
as its needs to cover costs such 
as staffing and maintenance. At 
the moment it costs the Council 
about £300,000 in an annual 
subsidy (extra financial support) 
to keep it running.  
 
The building also needs 
£500,000 spent on essential 
repairs. However we need your  
help in understanding how you 
currently use the community 
centre, and what services you 
want now and in the future.  
 
We are looking at how and 
where to provide high quality 
facilities for the community.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
We are currently examining:  
 

• What facilities people think 
should be provided locally;  

• Where these services could 
best be provided 

• How much these community 
facilities would cost,  

• How this could realistically 
be funded; and  

• What this would mean for 
the future of Broadwater 
Farm Community Centre  

 
Cllr Matt Cooke, the council’s 
Cabinet Member for Community 
Cohesion and Involvement, said: “It 
is important that we hear from the 
community about their needs. This 
is an opportunity to assess how 
best to provide the modern, cost 
effective community services that 
they want.” 
 
Whatever decision local people 
help the council to reach, the 
community centre will continue in 
its current form until at least 2012.

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A NEW LEARNING CAMPUS 
FOR BROADWATER FARM  
 
Three schools and the children’s centre in a modern new 
setting 
 
 
 
Broadwater Farm Primary, 
William C Harvey and Moselle 
special schools will be part of a 
new educational building and 
along with the Children’s 
Centre will create an inclusive 
learning campus. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The new campus will feature: 
 

• A 100 place special school 
formed by the primary 
departments of William C 
Harvey and Moselle special 
schools 

 
• A two-form entry primary 

school  
 

• A 100 place children’s 
centre 

 
The campus brings together 
children with different educational 
needs, but through teaching, and 
new technology will offer learning 
experiences to meet those 
individual needs. In this way 
children will enjoy more 
personalised learning. 
 
The new facilities will support new 
ways of teaching and learning, and 
will help pupils to achieve higher 
standards.  
 
The Council is already talking to the 
schools about how best to meet the 
differing educational needs on this 
one site. Designs are being 
developed through discussions and 
conversations with schools and 
their governors, staff, students, 
parents and other stakeholders.  
 
The campus will be occupied by all 
three schools currently on the site.  
There will also be extended school 
services available. These bring 
benefits to children and the 
community and often include child 
care, parenting support, and adult 
learning.  

Primary 
objective 
  
The ambitious plans for a new 
learning campus at Broadwater 
Farm are part of our primary 
and pre-school (PPS) 
programme in Haringey. The 
aim is to improve opportunities 
for children aged up to 11 
years. 
 
Over the next few years funding 
from sources including the 
government will be spent 
improving: 

• Primary schools 
• Early years services 
• Children’s Centres 
• Play and extended school 

facilities 
 

 
 
In Haringey we are focusing our 
programme on ensuring that 
children enjoy learning, make 
good progress, and that we 
safeguard their health and 
wellbeing. We also want to make 
better use of computers and new 
communications technology to 
improve the experiences of 
children, young people and their 
families.  
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PARK MASTERPLAN TAKING SHAPE 
A plan to bring significant 
improvements to Lordship 
Lane Recreation Ground 
continues to move 
forward. The changes will 
dramatically enhance the 
park and attract more 
visitors.  
 

 
The Council is working with 
the Lordship Rec’ Users 
Forum and others to develop 
the project which it is 
estimated will be completed 
in 2012.  
 

The exciting initiative 
features a number of key 
ideas including: 
 
Restoring the playground 
 
Creating an Environmental 
Centre and City Farm 
 
Restoration of the River 
Moselle 
 
Restoration of the Model 
Traffic Area 
 
Landscape improvements  
 
The project will improve the 
experiences of visitors to the 
park and it is anticipated will: 

 
• Increase visitor 

numbers to the park 
(pictured) by 355,000 
by 2012. 

 
 

• Make people feel that 
Lordship Rec’ is a 
safe place to visit. 

 
• Achieve green flag 

status – in recognition 
of being a high quality  
green space 

 
• Increase the amount 

of volunteer activity 
and input into the site 

 
• Increase nature 

conservation

LORDSHIP REC 
IN NUMBERS  
 
The park covers 23 hectares and 
is one of three district parks in 
Haringey 
 
The park opened in 1936. 
The model traffic area opened in 
1938 to develop children’s 
cycling proficiency and road 
awareness. The open air stage 
also opened in the 1930s. 
 
The lake is believed to be the site 
of a Saxon moat. 
 
Current facilities include a 
skateboard park, a BMX track 
and adventure playground.
