Traffic restraining measures in Tottenham Green Area

Purpose of To inform of the council’s intention to introduce a local safety
consultation: | scheme of traffic restraining measures along Tynemouth Road, Antill
Road and Springfield Road.

Statutory notification is part of a legal process we must carry out
before introducing certain measures on the public highway. This
process provides a 21-day consultation period for interested parties
to submit representation to our intentions. During this period it is
common that most representations will be objections. The
objections are analysed according to the comments made, rather
than based on “Yes/No” response rate.

The scheme proposes to improve safety for all road users and
discourage rat-running traffic through the area.

Methodology: | Consultation under the Statutory Process

e 1295 Statutory notification letters were distributed to residents
and traders in the area.

e Notices were placed in the London Gazette, local press, lamp
columns and on the council website.

e The public had the opportunity to view the plans and discuss the
proposals in person by making an appointment with council officers.

Findings: Statutory Process findings

e Of the 1295 consultation documents delivered to residents
and traders in the area, 15 responses were returned,
representing an overall response rate of 1.2%.

e Of the 15 responses received, 2 (13%) were in support,
2(13%) were in support of certain aspects, 9(60%) objected
— mainly to the proposed “point no entry” — and 2(13%)
made general comments about the proposals.

Of those 15 representations received, the following issues were
raised:
e Speed humps/cushions result in more noise
e Concern over no exit from Antill Road/object to No Entry
¢ Object to reduce parking
e Will force more traffic into the High Cross one-way and
Springfield Road
o Welcomes proposed traffic calming measure and object to
No Entry.
o Wants to see more speed cushions

The feedback from the statutory consultation process was analysed
and a delegated report was presented to the Cabinet Member for
Environment and Conservation and Director of Urban Environment
on xx/xx/2010.

The delegated report was approved on the xx xx xx. A letter of
“Works Notice” is been drafted and delivered to residents and
traders providing a scheme update and outcome of the consultation.
The scheme, works commenced on 22/3/2010 and is progressing
still.
