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Exciting designs for an Inclusive Learning Campus at 
Woodside High put forward 
 
The building design plans for an Inclusive Learning Campus have been submitted for 
approval. The campus will bring together students from Woodside High and students from a 
new special school created from the upper schools of Moselle School and William C Harvey 
School. 
 
 
Detailed designs for the school 
The Building Schools for the Future (BSF) team is 
made up of architects, a project manager and 
members of staff from the school. Over the past 
few months, the team have been developing 
building designs for Woodside High and the new 
special school, which will share the same campus.  
 
The previous BSF newsletter (Autumn 2007) 
outlined what improvements will be made at the 
school - including a new special school building, a 
new three-storey building for different subject areas 
and improvements to existing buildings. Since then, 
the BSF team have been creating more detailed 
designs. The campus will be located on the current 
Woodside High School site on White Hart Lane. 
 
Some of these more detailed designs include: 
 how the spaces where students learn can be 

used in different ways to improve teaching and 
learning, e.g. using dividers in larger rooms to 
create smaller classrooms; 

 designing improvements to the indoor sports 
facilities; and 

 looking at how buildings can be linked by 
having paths that are covered so that students 
and staff can easily move around. 

 

Members of the schools’ staff have also been working 
closely with the architects to decide how different 
departments should be designed and what facilities 
each one needs. 
 
Building designs put forward for approval 
Now that the detailed building designs for the school 
have been agreed, the plans have been submitted for 
approval. 
 
The submission was made on 14 March 2008. We will 
find out whether the application has been successful 
in May or June 2008.

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A number of features have been included in the design for the school to create an excellent 
learning environment for everyone. 
 
Teaching facilities grouped together 
A part of Woodside High’s vision for the future is to have teaching facilities grouped together into six different 
subject areas. The subject areas are to be grouped together on different floors of the new building (building Y 
in the diagram below). Each floor will have large spaces which can be easily divided or changed for different 
teaching methods and learning for smaller groups.  
 
Supervision of students in this area and in other parts of the school will be helped by locating staff offices at 
different parts of the school. Supervision will also be supported by reducing the amount of time it takes 
students to move between classes and subject areas by locating these areas centrally. The corridors will be 
spacious and students’ lockers could be located at the widest point. Below is a drawing showing the layout of 
the newly designed school. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Covered walkways and outdoor spaces 
Buildings around the school will be linked by 
outdoor covered walkways. The covered walkways 
- which will have a canopy or fabric covering acting 
as a roof - will be placed in the most direct routes 
from mainstream buildings and special school 
buildings around the site. 
 
Outdoor spaces are also included in the design for 
teaching, socialising and sports activities. A 
courtyard, located in the centre of the campus, will 
be the main social space of the school. This ‘heart’ 
space will also be linked to buildings by covered 
walkways.

Artist’s impressions of the special school’s 
external spaces 

 
Special school facilities 
The special school will be located on the Woodside High 
School site. The special school will be located close to 
the entrance on White Hart Lane. This will make it easier 
for vehicles to drop-off and pick-up students. 
 
The special school will have a social zone with computer 
and technology spaces so that students have the 
opportunity to learn in different settings. The sensory 
rooms will be located close to this area. The size, 
facilities and location of classrooms in this building will 
be suitable for all students’ needs. 
 
Students in the special school will access other 
buildings by using covered walkways, covered bridges 
and lifts, in particular block ‘C’ (in the diagram on page 2) 
where the schools’ art, music and drama facilities will be 
located. Staff from the mainstream and special school will 
share the same staff common room to share their 
knowledge and teaching experiences. 
 
Extended school facilities 
The inclusive learning campus will have teaching and learning facilities that support adult and other learners 
from the local community. The schools’ facilities will also be available for students and the local community to 
use outside of the normal school hours.

Three teachers from Woodside High, Moselle and William C Harvey explain what they’re looking 
forward to when the Inclusive Learning Campus at Woodside High is complete. 
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I am particularly excited 
about what mainstream 
students can learn from 
students with special 
needs. Having 
redesigned classrooms 
will mean that students 
with special needs will be 
able to participate in all 
aspects of mainstream 
school life. 

The move to the Inclusive 
Learning Campus is an 
opportunity to build upon 
the outstanding practice 
already within the school, 
especially in terms of 
providing excellent 
potential for inclusion for 
our pupils. 

Having a shared 
staffroom and social 
spaces will help everyone 
to learn from each other. 
Sharing these kind of 
spaces will be a great 
chance to promote 
inclusion.
