	Purpose of consultation:


	To consult with local residents and stakeholders to produce a fully costed masterplan for Manchester Gardens. 

	Methodology: 
	The consultation was carried out between February and December 2006. The following consultation sessions were carried out –
· February 18th – NDC fun day ‘Winter Warmer’

· March 2nd – Stamford Hill Primary School open evening

· March 16th – Stamford Hill Primary School open evening

· November 29th – Stamford Hill Primary School open evening

Approximately 50 people were involved in the open consultation sessions. 

A postal survey was also sent out to all neighbouring properties and a display was placed in St. Ann’s library. 
Further consultation will take place in February 2007 to finalise the design.


	Findings:


	A summary of all the results are as follows –

· Many local people never use it because they think it is unsafe

· Its most popular feature is the fact that is a piece of green in a very built up area

· More lighting is needed to make it feel safer

· Many people felt that the hidden nature of the gardens should be addressed


	What does this mean for us?
	External funding will need to be sought to implement the masterplan. The NDC are currently paying for the consultants fees and expenses.
