
Points of Interest
The well-known Funyum Café in the
centre of the park has public toilets that
are available for park visitors to use.The
park Pavilion is available to hire through
Haringey Council’s Parks Service for
children’s parties or community events.
It is also home to the Haringey branch
of the conservation charity BTCV who
carry out practical tasks to improve the
environment.

The outstanding fountain located to the
east of the park dates back to the late
19th century when it was originally
erected in a local churchyard.The Dean
and Chapter to Hornsey donated the
fountain to the park in 1909 where it
has stood ever since.The 50 tonnes of
Lamorna granite is now used as a large
planter and landmark by park goers.

Green Flag Winner
Priory Park won the Green Flag Award
in both 2003 and 2004.This is given by
the Civic Trust in association with CABE
Space, in recognition of achieving and
maintaining excellent standards for a
public park.
