	 All issues are regarding an element of control. Child hits staff, other staff and is a threat to her own safety and others. 
1:1 support is needed when feeling unsettled.
To prevent unsettled behaviour;
· Use of a visual timetable 

· Child to work on her special table in class

· To sit with an adult on the carpet

· Sensory den to calm down (before behaviour escalates)
When feeling unsettled; 

· Time-out in a quiet area of the classroom using a sand-timer (sensory den)

· In severe cases the children leave the classroom leaving child to spend her time-out/cooling down period with an adult.
· 1:1 support in the continuous provision including playing with toys, using tools etc.

Child has a behavior book, and all incidents are recorded daily.
