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What is a council webcast?
It is a new and easy way to get involved
in local democracy. A webcast is a video
that you watch over the internet.

We film key council meetings so that you
can watch them live, as they happen. We
also record them so you can watch them
anywhere, at anytime - whenever it suits
you.

• Full Council

• The Cabinet

• The Youth Council

• Planning and Licensing Committees

• Overview and Scrutiny Review Committees
