	Purpose of consultation:


	· To consult with key stakeholder groups and individuals on their ideas for future plans for the physical regeneration of Wood Green Town Centre. Information to be fed into the draft Supplementary Planning Document (SPD);
· To consult with statutory consultees on the draft Sustainability Scoping Report. The consultation responses inform the process of Sustainability Appraisal of the draft SPD.



	Methodology: 
	Street consultation workshop, Wood Green Stakeholder Group meeting, Wood Green Action Group meeting, 17 individual stakeholder interviews and outreach meetings, a dedicated project website and walking audit / hands-on visioning workshop.


	Findings:


	 Examples of key proposals made during consultation:
· More to be made of the Wood Green and Turnpike Lane tube stations and forecourts to reflect the quality of architecture;

· Improve lighting in poorly lit areas;

· Introduce small areas of open space along the High Road;

· Improve linkages between east and west of the High Road;
· Maintenance of bus stops;

· Maintenance of open spaces;

· Improve quality of pavements and disabled access;

· Improve police enforcement and officer presence;

· Pedestrian crossing at Gladstone avenue;

· Improve street maintenance;

· Improve public realm at Spouter’s Corner;

· Introduce a higher level retail offer;

· Reconfigure ground floor of River Park House to create an active frontage;

· Re-develop the library site;

· Reduce street clutter.

A more in depth summary of findings will be presented in the draft SPD on which the second phase of stakeholder consultation will focus in March 2008.


	Implications for Business Unit:

	Executive approval will be sought for the draft SPD in February 2008 prior to the commencement of the second phase of stakeholder consultation. The report is expected to be finalised in June 2008.
