Application needs to be made directly to the college or post 16 education providers.  Money is paid into young person’s bank account and is there to support travel and equipment to improve education progress.
University and Higher Education Funding:
Applications for courses are made via UCAS and finance applications by university student finance.  Young people are also entitled to the Haringey HE bursary of £2000 over duration of course.  See Haringey HE policy.  Register for more details at University@Haringey.gov.uk
