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The Council of the London Borough of Haringey, after consulting the Commissioner of Police of the Metropolis, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 6, and 124 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), and of all other powers thereunto enabling, hereby make the following Order:-
PART I - PRELIMINARY

Citation and commencement
1.
This Order may be cited as the Haringey (Free Parking Places) (Disabled Persons) (Permit Parking Places) Order 202* and shall come into force on * 202*.
Interpretation
2.
(1) In this Order, unless the context otherwise requires:

“disabled person” means a person is a holder of a valid disabled person’s badge, whose usual place of abode is at premises situated within the London Borough of Haringey, at the time of application for a Haringey disabled person’s permit
“Council” means the Council of the London Borough of Haringey;

“authorised agent” means the parking services contractor appointed by and acting on behalf of the Council for the purposes of the supervision and enforcement of the provisions of this Order;

"disabled person's badge" has the same meaning as in the Local Authorities’ Traffic Orders (Exemptions for Disabled Persons) (England) Regulations 2000(b);
"disabled person’s permit" means a permit issued by the Council to a disabled person, under the provisions of Article 16(4);
“driver”, in relation to a vehicle waiting in a parking place, means the person driving the vehicle at the time it was left in the parking place;

“enactment” means any enactment, whether public general or local, and includes any order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment;

“goods carrying vehicle” means a motor vehicle which is constructed or adapted for use for the carriage of goods or burden of any description and is not drawing a trailer;

“owner”, in relation to a vehicle, means the person by whom such a vehicle is kept and used;

“civil enforcement officer” means a person authorised by or on behalf of the Council to supervise any parking place and enforce the provisions of this Order;

"parking bay" means an area within a parking place that is indicated by road markings as being provided for the leaving of one vehicle only;

“parking place” means any area on a highway designated as a parking place by this Order;

“passenger vehicle” means a motor vehicle (other than a motor cycle or invalid carriage) constructed or adapted solely to carry not more than eight passengers (exclusive of the driver) and their effects and not drawing a trailer,
"permitted hours", in relation to a parking place, means At Any time, Monday to Sundays inclusive, any such day not being Christmas Day, Good Friday or a Bank Holiday; 

“protective cover”, means a protective cover issued by the Council under the provisions of Article 16(4)(b);

"Schedule" means a Schedule to this Order;

“street” includes any part of a street;

“traffic sign” means a sign of any size, type and colour prescribed or authorised under, or as having effect as though prescribed or authorised under section 64 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

(2)  Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference to that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment.

(3)  Any reference in this Order to a numbered Article shall, unless the context otherwise requires, be construed as a reference to the Article bearing that number in this Order and any reference in this Order to the Schedule shall be construed as a reference to the Schedule to this Order.

PART II- DESIGNATION OF PARKING PLACES

Designation of parking places
3.
Each area on a highway comprising the length of carriageway of a street specified in column 2 of the Schedule and, unless otherwise so specified, bounded on one side of that length by the edge of the carriageway and having a minimum width throughout of 1.8 metres, is designated as a parking place.

Vehicles for which parking places are designated
4.
Each parking place may be used, subject to the provisions of this Order, for the leaving at any time of a vehicle that displays, in the manner specified in Article 5, a valid disabled person’s permit issued in respect of that that vehicle and relating to that parking place.

Disabled person’s permit to be displayed on a vehicle left in a parking place
5.
(1)   At all times during which a vehicle is left in a parking place referred to in the Schedule, there shall be displayed in a protective cover on the front or nearside of that vehicle a valid disabled person’s permit issued by the Council to the disabled person in respect of that vehicle and relating to that parking place, so that all the particulars on that permit are readily visible from the front or nearside of that vehicle.

(2)  The reference in paragraph (1) of this Article to particulars on a permit shall be construed as those particulars referred to in Article 20.

Contravention of the Order
6.
If a vehicle is left in a parking place referred to in the Schedule without complying with the provisions of this Order, then a contravention of or a failure to comply with the provisions of this Order shall be deemed to have occurred. 
Removal of a vehicle from a parking place
7.
(1) Where a civil enforcement officer is of the opinion that any of the provisions of this Order have been contravened or not complied with in respect of a vehicle left in a parking place, they may remove or cause to be removed the vehicle from a parking place and where it is so removed, shall provide for the safe custody of the vehicle.

(2) Where a vehicle has been removed from a parking place in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (1) of this Article, a fee shall be payable to the Council in respect of the removal of that vehicle and a daily charge shall be payable in respect of the storage of that vehicle.

Alteration of position of a vehicle in a parking place
8.
Where any vehicle is standing in a parking place in contravention of the provisions of Article 10, a civil enforcement officer may alter or cause to be altered the position of the vehicle in order that its position shall comply with those provisions.

Movement of a vehicle in a parking place in an emergency
9.
A civil enforcement officer or a police constable in uniform may move or cause to be moved, in case of 

emergency, to any place they think fit, any vehicle left in a parking place.

PART III - SUPPLEMENTARY PROVISIONS

Section 1 — General
Manner of standing in a parking place
10.
The driver of a vehicle waiting in a parking place in accordance with the foregoing provisions of this Order shall cause it so to stand:-

(a)
in the case of a parking place in relation to which special provisions as to the manner of standing of a vehicle in that parking place are specified in column 3 of the Schedule to this Order as to be in accordance with those provisions;

(b)
in the case of any other parking place, so that the longitudinal axis of the vehicle is parallel to the edge of the carriageway nearest the vehicle and the distance between that edge and the nearest wheel of the vehicle is not more than 300 millimetres;

(c)
so that every part of the vehicle is within the limits of a parking place or a parking bay, as the case may be.

Power to suspend the use of a parking place
11.
(1)  The Commissioner of Police of the Metropolis or any police officer above the rank of Chief Inspector may suspend the use of a parking place or any part thereof for a period not exceeding twenty-eight days whenever he considers such suspension necessary for maintaining the security of premises in the vicinity of that parking place.

(2)  At the expiration of the period of twenty-eight days mentioned in paragraph (1) of this Article, the suspension of the parking place or any part thereof shall be reviewed by the person who suspended its use and any continuation of the suspension that they consider necessary shall be notified to the Council and shall not exceed a further period of twenty-eight days without similar review.

(3)  Any person duly authorised by the Council may suspend the use of a parking place or any part thereof whenever they consider such suspension reasonably necessary:-

(a) for the purpose of facilitating the movement of traffic or promoting its safety;

(b) on any occasion on which it is likely, by reason of some special attraction or occurrence, that any street will be thronged or obstructed;

(c) for the purpose of any building operation, demolition or excavation adjacent to the parking place, the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of the highway or the cleansing of gullies in or adjacent to the parking place, the laying, erection alteration or repair in or adjacent to the parking place of any sewer or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity or of any telecommunication system or the placing, maintenance or removal of any traffic sign;

(d) for the convenience of occupiers of premises adjacent to the parking place on any occasion of the removal of furniture to or from one office or dwellinghouse adjacent to the parking place from or to a depository, another office or dwellinghouse;

(e) for the convenience of occupiers of premises adjacent to the parking place at times of weddings or funerals or on other special occasions;

(f) for the purposes of filming as approved by the Council;

(g) for the purpose of providing temporary parking space for a goods carrying vehicle, where that vehicle is required for the transportation of equipment that is necessary for work that is being carried out to a property in the vicinity of that parking place;

(h) for the purpose of a special event as approved by the Council.

(4)
A police constable in uniform may suspend for not longer than seven days the use of a parking place or any part thereof whenever he considers such suspension reasonably necessary;

(a) for the purpose of facilitating the movement of traffic or promoting its safety;

(b) on any occasion on which it is likely, by reason of some special attraction or occurrence, that any street will be thronged or obstructed.

(5)
On the suspension of the use of a permit parking place or any part thereof in accordance with the provisions of this Article, the person authorising or causing such suspension shall place or cause to be placed in or adjacent to that permit parking place or that part thereof, as the case may be, a traffic sign indicating that the waiting by vehicles is prohibited:-

(a) to all vehicles; or 

(b) other than for a vehicle:-

(i) that has its vehicle registration number displayed on the aforementioned traffic sign;

(ii) that displays a valid permit issued by an authorised officer of Haringey Council on the front or nearside of the vehicle so that all the particulars on the permit are readily visible from the front or nearside of the vehicle;

(iii) that is the same vehicle type as described on the aforementioned traffic sign;

(iv) that has the same livery as is described on the aforementioned traffic sign.

(6)
No person shall cause or permit a vehicle to wait in a parking place or any part thereof at any time during which there is displayed in or adjacent to that parking place or that part thereof, as the case may be, a traffic sign placed in pursuance of paragraph (5) of this Article:

Providing that nothing in this paragraph shall apply:-

(a) in respect of any vehicle being used for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes or any vehicle which is waiting for any reason specified in Article 13(1)(b), (d), (e) or (f); or

(b) to anything done with the permission of the person suspending the use of the parking place or part thereof in pursuance of paragraph (1) of this Article, or as the case may be, paragraph (3) of this Article, a police constable in uniform or a civil enforcement officer; or
(c)
to any vehicle:-

(i) that has its vehicle registration number displayed on a traffic sign referred to in paragraph (3) of this Article;

(ii) that is displaying a valid permit issued by an authorised officer of Haringey Council on the front or nearside of the vehicle so that all the particulars on the permit are readily visible from the front or nearside of the vehicle;

(iii) that is the same vehicle type as described on a traffic sign referred to in paragraph (3) of this Article; or

(iv) that is displaying the same livery as described on a traffic sign referred to in paragraph (3) of this Article

Restriction on the use of a parking place

12.
No person shall use any parking place or any vehicle while it is in a parking place in connection with:-

(a) the sale or offering or exposing for sale of any goods to any person in or near the parking place or in connection with the selling or offering for sale of their skill in handicraft or their services in any other capacity; or

(b) the carrying out of any work or construction or repair of any vehicle, except such as may be necessary to enable the vehicle to be removed from the parking place.

Restriction on waiting by a vehicle in a parking place
13.
(1) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Order, any vehicle may wait at any time in any part of a parking place if the use of that part has not been suspended and if:-
(a) the vehicle is waiting for a period not exceeding two minutes or such longer period as a civil enforcement officer may approve to enable a person to board or alight from the vehicle or load thereon or unload there from their personal luggage:

Providing that if the said person is a person suffering from any disability or injury which seriously impairs their ability to walk, or who is blind, the vehicle may wait for so long as may be necessary to enable that person to board or alight from the vehicle or load thereon or unload therefrom their personal luggage;

(b) the vehicle is waiting owing to the driver being prevented from proceeding by circumstances beyond their control or to such waiting being necessary in order to avoid an accident;

(c) the vehicle is being used for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes or, not being a passenger vehicle, is being used in the service of a local authority in pursuance of statutory powers or duties provided that in all the circumstances it is reasonably necessary in the exercise of such powers or the performance of such duties for the vehicle to wait in the place in which it is waiting;

(d) the vehicle is waiting only for so long as may be necessary to enable it to be used in connection with the removal of any obstruction to traffic;

(e) the vehicle, not being a passenger vehicle, is waiting only for so long as may be necessary to enable it to be used for any purpose specified in Article 11(3)(c);

(f) the vehicle is waiting with the written consent of the Council or authorised agent and such conditions and requirements as they may impose are being complied with.

(2)
Except as provided by this Order, the driver or person in charge of a vehicle shall not, at any time, cause or permit that vehicle to wait in a parking place.


(3)
Nothing in the foregoing provisions of this Order shall be taken as authorising anything which would be a contravention of any Regulations made or having effect as if made under section 25 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

Manner of waiting in a parking place

14.
No person shall cause or permit a vehicle to wait in a parking place by virtue of the provisions of paragraph (1) (e) or (f) of the last preceding Article otherwise than:

(a) in the case of a parking place in relation to which special provisions as to the manner of standing of a vehicle in that parking place are specified in column 3 of the Schedule so that the vehicle shall stand:

(i)  unless the length of the vehicle precludes compliance with this sub-paragraph, in accordance with those provisions and so that every part of the vehicle is within the limits of the parking place or parking bay;  or

(ii)  if the length of the vehicle does preclude compliance with the last preceding sub-paragraph, so that the longitudinal axis of the vehicle is parallel to the edge of the carriageway nearest to the vehicle and the distance between the said edge and the nearest wheel of the vehicle is not more than 300 millimetres; and

(b) in the case of any other parking place, so that the longitudinal axis of the vehicle is parallel to the edge of the carriageway nearest to the vehicle and the distance between the said edge and the nearest wheel of the vehicle is not more than 300 millimetres;  and

(c) so that no part of the vehicle obstructs any vehicular means of ingress to or egress from any premises adjacent to the side of the road on which the vehicle is waiting.

Placing of traffic signs, etc.

15.
The Council shall:-

(a) place and maintain traffic signs indicating the limits of each parking place and each parking bay;

(b) place and maintain in or in the vicinity of each parking place traffic signs indicating that such parking place may be used at any time for the leaving only of the vehicles specified in Article 4;

(c) carry out such other work as is reasonably required for the purposes of the satisfactory operation of a parking place.

Section 2 – Disabled person’s permits

Application for and issue of disabled person’s permits
16.
(1)
A disabled person may apply to the Council for the issue of one disabled person’s permit in respect of each parking bay in a parking place referred to in column 2 of the Schedule and in respect of a vehicle of the following class, that is to say a passenger vehicle, goods carrying vehicle (the overall height of which does not exceed 2.27 metres and the overall length of which does not exceed 5.25 metres), motorcycle or invalid carriage.
(2)  Any such application referred to in paragraph (1) above shall be made on a form issued by and obtainable from the Council or authorised agent and shall include the particulars or information required by such form to be supplied.

(3)
The Council or authorised agent may at any time require a disabled persons to produce to an officer of the Council or a representative of the authorised agent, such evidence in respect of an application for a disabled person’s permit as they may reasonably call for to verify any particulars or information given to them or in respect of any disabled person’s permit issued by them as they may reasonably call for to verify that the disabled person’s permit is valid. The criteria to be met for the issue of a disabled person’s permit is set out in xxxxxxxxxxxxxxx.
(4) The applicant must:-
(a) reside within the borough and the address to which the application applies, must be the applicant’s main residence; and
(b) be the holder of a Disabled Person’s Blue Badge; and
(c) have no alternative parking within a reasonable distance of their home or workplace; and
(d) must hold a full UK license registered at the applicant’s address; and
(e) must be in receipt of one of the following:-
i. the higher rate of the Mobility Component of the disability living allowance elements of the Blue Badge Eligibility criteria; or  
ii. Score 12 points or more under the ‘moving around’ activity pf the mobility component of Personal Independence Payment (PIP); or
iii. the higher rate attendance allowance (aged 64 and over);
iv. the mobility component of PIP and has obtained 10 points specifically for Descriptor E under the “planning and following journeys” activity, on the grounds that they are unable to undertake any journey because it would cause them overwhelming psychological distress; or
v. A War Pensioner's Mobility Supplement (WPMS); or
vi. Has been both awarded a lump sum benefit at tariffs 1-8 of the Armed Forces Compensation Scheme and certified as having an enduring and substantial disability which causes inability to walk or very considerable difficulty in walking; or

(5)
Applicants who are not in receipt of one of the above, but are unable to walk no more than 20 metres, may apply for a permit specific disabled bay subject to further assessment. This may involve the applicant providing additional supporting medical information and attending an assessment undertaken by a Certified Expert Assessor.
(6)  Applicants who are not in receipt of one of the above, but are unable to walk no more than 20 metres, may apply for a permit specific disabled bay subject to further assessment. This may involve the applicant providing additional supporting medical information and attending an assessment undertaken by a Certified Expert Assessor.
(7)  If the applicant is a passenger, the nominated driver must live with the applicant. The nominated vehicle must be registered at the applicant’s address. The nominated vehicle must not exceed 2.27 meters high and 5.25 meters in length.

(8)  Permit specific disabled bays would not be provided for residential care homes, or on private land or Homes for Haringey Estates. Homes for Haringey operate their own disabled parking arrangements.   
(a) The applicant's home has no parking space off the public highway (e.g. an estate car park, a driveway or a garage);

(b) Parking stress in the area must be so severe that a parking space in close proximity to the address cannot be found for a major portion of most days;
(c) Either:-
(i) The applicant is a driver who holds a valid disabled person’s badge and is only able to walk or propel a wheelchair for short distances outside the home. The applicant should be suffering from ‘substantial and permanent ambulatory disability’, i.e. absence of, or defects in, the lower limbs, the spine or central nervous systems, or other motor defect which results in reliance on a wheelchair or considerable difficulty in walking more than a short distance without severe difficulties, pain or detriment to his/her condition; or

(ii) The applicant cannot or does not drive and holds a valid disabled person’s badge. Furthermore, the driver cannot: 

- park in the road to allow the disabled person out; 

- push a wheelchair from the nearest available parking space, which is an unreasonable distance away; or 

- leave the disabled person unattended while moving the car to the nearest available parking space;
(d) The nominated driver must live at the same address as the applicant. 

(4)
Upon receipt of an application duly made under the foregoing provisions of this Article and upon receipt of the charge specified in paragraph (5) of this Article, the Council or authorised agent, upon being satisfied that the applicant is a disabled person that uses a vehicle of the description specified in paragraph (1) of this Article, and is eligible for the issue of a disabled person’s permit under the criteria set out in Article 16(3) shall issue to the disabled person therefor:-
(a)
a disabled person’s permit bearing a parking place number specified in column 1 of the Schedule, for the leaving of a disabled person’s vehicle at any time in the parking place relating to that parking place number as set out in column 2 of the Schedule;
(b)
one protective cover for the display thereof of the disabled person’s permit.

Surrender, withdrawal and validity of disabled person’s permits

17.   (1)
A disabled person’s permit may be surrendered to the Council or authorised agent at any time and the disabled persons shall surrender such permit to the Council or authorised agent on the occurrence of any one of the events set out in paragraph (3) of this Article.

(2)
The Council may, by notice in writing served on the disabled persons withdraw a disabled person’s permit if it appears to the Council that any of the events set out in sub-paragraphs (3)(a), (b), (d) or (e) of this Article has occurred and the disabled persons shall surrender the permit to the Council within 48 hours of the receipt of the afore-mentioned notice.

(3)
The events referred to in the foregoing provisions of this Article are:-

(a)
the disabled persons to which the permit has been issued ceasing to be a disabled persons authorised by the Council;

(b)
the disabled persons ceasing to be the user of the parking place in respect of which the disabled person’s permit was issued;

(c)
the withdrawal of such disabled person’s permit by the Council or authorised agent under the provisions of paragraph (2) of this Article;

(d)
the vehicle in respect of which such disabled person’s permit was issued being adapted or used in such a manner that it is not a vehicle of the class specified in Article 16(1);

(e)
the parking place in respect of which the permit has been issued is revoked or suspended by the Council.

(4)
Without prejudice to the foregoing provisions of this Article, a disabled person’s permit shall cease to be valid at the expiration of the period specified thereon, or on the occurrence of any one of the events set out in paragraph (3) of this Article, whichever is the earlier.

Application for and issue of duplicate disabled person’s permits

18.
(1)
If a disabled person’s permit is mutilated or accidentally defaced or the figures or particulars thereon have become illegible or the colour of the disabled person’s permit has become altered by fading or otherwise, the disabled persons shall either surrender it to the Council or authorised agent or apply to the Council or authorised agent for the issue to them of a duplicate disabled person’s permit and the Council or authorised agent, upon receipt of the disabled person’s permit, shall issue a duplicate disabled person’s permit, so marked, and upon such issue the original disabled person’s permit shall become invalid.

(2)
If a disabled person’s permit is lost or destroyed or stolen, the disabled persons may apply to the Council or authorised agent for the issue to them of a duplicate disabled person’s permit and the Council or authorised agent, upon being satisfied as to such loss or destruction or theft, and upon receipt of the charge specified in paragraph (4) of this Article, shall issue a duplicate disabled person’s permit, so marked, and upon such issue the original disabled person’s permit shall become invalid.

(3) The provisions of this Order shall apply to a duplicate disabled person’s permit and an application therefor as if it were a disabled person’s permit or, as the case may be, an application therefor.

(4) The charge referred to in paragraph (2) of this Article shall be eleven pounds and eighty pence.

Restriction on the removal of disabled person’s permits

19.
Where a disabled person’s permit has been displayed in accordance with the provisions of Article 5, no person other than a representative of the disabled persons shall remove the disabled person’s permit from the vehicle unless authorised to do so by the disabled persons:

Providing that nothing in this Article shall apply to a civil enforcement officer or a police constable in uniform or any other person removing the vehicle in pursuance of an arrangement made under Regulations in pursuance of powers contained in sections 99, 100 and 101 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

Form of disabled person’s permits

20.
A disabled person’s permit shall be in writing and shall include the following particulars:-
(a) an indication that the permit is a disabled person’s permit and that it has been issued by the Council or authorised agent;

(b) the expiry date of the disabled person’s permit;

(c) the parking place number in respect of which the disabled person’s permit has been issued.
