THE HARINGEY (FREE PARKING PLACES) (DISABLED PERSONS) (PERMIT PARKING PLACES) (AMENDMENT *) ORDER 202*
AND VARIOUS PARKING ZONE AMENDMENT ORDERS – T63
1. Notice is hereby given that the Council of the London Borough of Haringey proposes to make the above-mentioned Orders under sections 6, 45, 46, 49 and 124 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, and of all other powers.

2. The General Effects of the Orders: 

(i)To implement Dedicated Disabled Parking Bays, operating at any time, at a maximum length of 6.6 metres, outside the following properties in the London Borough of Haringey;

The Dedicated Disabled Parking Bay would specifically be for the use of the permit holder for which it would be authorised. No other permit or blue badge would be valid for use within the proposed parking place except for the permit for which it was issued.
(ii)To revoke the relevant underlying Controlled Parking Zone restrictions at the location mentioned in Section 2(i) of this notice. 

(iii)To remove the Disabled Parking Bay, operating at any time, at a maximum of 6.6 metres in length, outside or alongside the following properties in the London Borough of Haringey;
