1) closure of public footpath on Ferry Lane between Daneland Walk and Coppermill Flats for  HGVS to enter and exit the pit lane on Ferry Lane;

2) cycle lane closure between the eastern kerb line of the exit road of Tottenham Hale bus station and the western wall of Coppermill Flats;

3) 20 mph speed limit for all vehicles in Ferry Lane, in both directions, between its junction with Mill Mead Road and the eastern kerb line of the exit road of Tottenham Hale bus station.

During the closure of the footpath pedestrian traffic is to be diverted along Daneland Walk through Hale Village or alternatively directed along the south footpath of Ferry Lane.

The previous Order relating to Ferry Lane which was advertised in Notices dated 9th and 16th November 2018 has been revoked and the provisions designated by that Order no longer apply
